SMOKEFREE RULE OF THE WEEK - New Rules from the 2010 Decisions on the Rules of Golf Book
4-4a/15 — Assembly of Club Components During Stipulated Round

Q In addition to his clubs selected for play, a player begins his stipulated round with a clubhead and a shaft that are
capable of being assembled into a club. What is the ruling?
A A separate clubhead and shaft do not constitute a club. Therefore, the separate clubhead and shaft do not count

towards the number of clubs the player may carry under rule 4-4a. however, regardless of the number of clubs carried, it is
not permissible to assemble a clubhead and shaft carried by the player during the stipulated round. If the player replaces or
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adds a club by assembling components carried by hum during the round, in equity (rule1-4), the player would be penalised
in accordance with the penalty statement under rule 4-3a or rules 4-4a and b, as applicable. (New)
